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Desde hace is used with the present tense to say how long you have been
doing something, or how long something has been happening. For
example:

« Estudio espaiol desde hace dos afios. - I've been studying Spanish for

two years.
« Llueve desde hace dias - It's been raining for days.

When used in a question, desde hace often comes at the start:

« ;Desde hace cuanto tiempo vives en Espafia? - How long have you
been living in Spain?
